Chefs in a friendly culinary competition. On Wednesday April 8, 2009, The 
Art Gallery of Calgary (The AGC) will be transformed into a kitchen 
stadium for our annual fundraiser. Each Chef will create a four-course feast 
designed around a secret ingredient chosen by Calgary food writer and 
CBC restaurant critic John Gilchrist. The “secret ingredient” will be 
unveiled two days prior to the event. Last year the “secret ingredient” was 
whole chicken, smoked chicken and eggs; locally provided by Sunworks 
Farm. 
 
Guests will dine on one of these exceptional meals with each course 
accompanied by fine wine expertly chosen by the restaurant’s sommelier to 
enhance the evening’s menu.  Guests will be encouraged to rate all four-
courses based on taste, creativity, presentation, and showmanship.  The 
results will be tabulated during dessert.
